All dangerous goods (even if in LIMITED QUANTITY) must have the following
documentation to be delivered to the Cargo Office counters by road haulier for
acceptance/exit from the Terminal:

All containers of dangerous goods in discharging, loading, transhipment and re-
stowage must be previously authorised by the Harbour Master's Office on the PMIS
internet portal. For the movement of goods only classes 5.1, 5.2, 1.4S, 6.2 require the
opinion of the Port Chemist as per the order of the Harbour Master’s Office No. 123/2004.
